RE: October Curriculum

October is the month of gardening, harvesting, pumpkin picking, Christopher Columbus and Halloween. This month the children will be visiting Von Thun Farm and celebrating Octoberfest at Holmdel Park.

The following themes will be presented in the class:

Practical Life: Pumpkin scrubbing, Apple cutting, Spooning pumpkin seeds, Hammering nails in a pumpkin, Dry pouring sun flower seeds, Sunflower seed tweezing.

Sensorial: Matching gourds with vocabulary words, Pumpkin size grading, Candles with fall scents, Color – Orange, Color – Grading (different shades)

Art: Stamp Art with pumpkins, Footprint ghosts, Hand print spiders, Pumpkin seed gluing collage, Pumpkin stencil and pumpkin printing.
Small Motor: Seasonal puzzles, Bead bracelets and nesting cups.

Language: Matching pictures vegetables and fruits names, Picture matching lotto, initial sound “t”, “m” and “p” letter of the week.
Music: Maracas with pumpkin seeds, Halloween and fall songs.
Geography:  Waking around building naming areas – Outside
Science: Leaf names, Nature box with acorns, Bake pumpkin seeds and Pumpkin muffins, parts of a pumpkin, sticky nature collage.
Math: Counting pumpkins, Sorting Halloween objects, Pumpkins on a vine pom pom counting.

Songs:  “Five little Pumpkins”, “Gray Squirrel”, “Ghost of John”, Witch Brew”, “Witches on Broomsticks”.
